The 11th EUROPEAN WUSHU CHAMPIONSHIPS REGULATION

1. DATE AND PLACE

a) The 11th European Wushu Championships will be held from November 5th to November 11th 2006 in  Lignano, Sabbiadoro, 30 km from Venice, Italy.

2. VENUE

a) This competition will be in the new Sport Olympic complex of Lignano-Sabbiadoro, Udine Province, North East Italy, 30 km distance from Venice.

3. COMPETITION EVENTS

a) Taolu

Group A: Changquan, Jianshu, Daoshu, Gunshu, Qiangshu, Nanquan, Nandao, Nangun, Taijiquan, Taijijian. Dual Events (2-3 persons, male and female cannot be mixed in competition): a)bare hand ; b)with weapons;
NOTE:

Any routine (including old and new IWUF standard routines) can be used in Group A, however the judging shall be done in accordance with new competition rules with difficulty moves and corresponding attribution of points as adopted by IWUF Congress. Music is allowed only for Changquan, Nanquan and Taijiquan (it is not allowed in weapon nor in dual events). The absence of music shall not be penalised this time.

Group B: Traditional routines (bare hand and with weapons)

b) Sanshou: 

Male:48kg, 52kg, 56kg, 60kg, 65kg, 70kg, 75kg , 80kg, 85kg, 90kg,90kg+

Female: 48kg, 52kg, 56kg, 60kg, 65kg, 70kg, 75kg

4. PARTICIPANTS

a) Member federations of the European Wushu Federation are eligible to

participate in the Championships.

b) Those member federation which have not accounted for and made provision for  ALL EWUF membership fees (including 2006) are not allowed to participate in the competition.
5. PARTICIPATION METHODS

a) Taolu:

a.1 All eligible EWuF Members can send a Team to participate in the11th European Wushu Championships.
Each taolu team shall be composed of a maximum 13 Members including: - 1 Team leader,  1 Coach,  1 Doctor and 10 Competitors  . (any mixture of men and women)  
a.2 Each Taolu competitor may at most enter 4 competition events (selected from and not exceeding 1 barehanded routine, 1 short weapon routine, 1 long weapon routine and 1 dual event and 1 traditional event).

a.3 In case there are more than 15 competitors in traditional routines, the groups shall be divided proportionally on the decision of  the Competition Director with separate awarding for each respective group.

a.4 Competitors are required to hand in:
1 Health Certificate (EWuF form, available on the website) including 12 derivation-electrocardiogram, signed by a certified doctor (with his registration number). The Health Certificate shall be valid within 30 days before the competition. 
2 Life Insurance Certificate.

b) Sanshou:

b.1. All eligible EWuF  Members can send a Team to participate in the 11th European Wushu Championships.
Each Sanshou Team shall be composed of a maximum 14 Members including: - 2 coaches, 1 doctor and 11 competitors (any composition of 6 males and 5 females). 
b.2. Each Team may enter only one (1) competitor for one (1) category and each sanshou competitor may enter only one (1) category.

b.3.  Competitors are required to hand in:
1 Health Certificate (Ewuf form, available on the website), including 12 derivation-electrocardiogram, signed by a certified doctor (with his registration number). The Health Certificate shall be valid within 30 days before the competition + encephalogram.
2 The EWuf KO form, dully signed by Athlete (and/or parents if minor), Coach and Team Leader
3 Life Insurance Certificate.

6. COMPETITION METHOD:

a) Taolu

The Competition shall be individual competition.

The competition will be conducted in accordance with the newest edition of the “Rules for International Taolu Competition” endorsed by the IWUF.
The right of interpretation of the Rules rests solely with the EWuF. In case of disagreement in interpretation of the Rules the decision is taken by the Competition Director.

b) Sanshou

The Competition shall be individual competition.

The knockout system will be adopted. If the number of competitors is 4 (exclusive of 4) or less, the single round-robin will be adopted.

The competition will be conducted in accordance with the newest edition of the “Rules for International Sanshou Competition” endorsed by the IWUF.

The right of interpretation of the Rules rests solely with the EWuF. In case of disagreement in interpretation of the Rules the decision is taken by the Competition Director.

7. APPEALS:

An appeal is to be submitted in the written form to the EWuF Competition Director within 30 minutes after the event by the respective team leader with a fee of 100 EURO. The decision of EWuF jury of appeal is final. If the appeal is proven and upheld the appeal fee shall be refunded. If the appeal fails the appeal fee shall be forfeit.
8. COSTUMES AND EQUIPMENT:

a) Taolu:

Competitors shall wear required wushu competition costumes during all the competitions as specified by the IWUF Competition Rules.
All equipment and facilities at the competition and training sites must be in conformity with the Competition Rules (Old  Competition carpet will be adopted for Taolu Competition).

Competitors shall bring their own competition apparatus for their respective events. The checking of apparatus shall be performed by the EWuF Competition Director or those appointed by him.

b) Sanshou:

Competitors shall wear costumes and protective gear in compliance with the “Rules for International Sanshou Competition” to participate in the competition. Only approved wushu logos may be shown on any clothes.

Each competitor must possess two (2) sets of costumes: one set of black and one set of red costumes.

Gloves and protective gear will be provided by the Organizing Committee except for gum-shield, jockstrap and groin gard, which will be brought by the competitors  themselves. 
9. PLACING AND AWARDS

a) Taolu:

The top six places of each event will be awarded as follows:

1st Place Gold Medal and Certificate

2nd Place Silver Medal and Certificate

3rd Place Bronze Medal and Certificate

4th – 6th Places Certificates

b) Sanshou:

The top three places of each category will be awarded as follows:

1st Place Gold Medal and Certificate

2nd Place Silver Medal and Certificate

3rd Place (2 athletes in joint position) Bronze Medal and Certificate
10. ENTRIES

a) Preliminary Entries: The Preliminary Entry Form with the exact number of participants must reach the EWuF Secretariat and Organising Committee by mail or fax no later than 24:00 hrs August 1st  2006.

b) Final Entries: The Final Entry Form with events and names of the competitors must reach the EWuF Secretariat Administration Unit,  by mail, e-mail or fax no later than 24:00 hrs October 1st, 2006..

c) The Final Entry Forms must be certified in duplicate, ONLY one copy is to be sent to the EWuF Secretariat by mail or fax, and one copy to be brought with the team as confirmation during its registration in Italy. No copy is to be sent to the Organising Committee or any other place.
d) No changes or additional entries will be accepted after the deadline. Under special circumstances (illness, injury or visa problem), federations may apply to the EWuF management committee in writing (signed letter by the national President) for alternatives but there will be a penalty charge of €100 per event or per competitor. No changes will be accepted after 24:00 hrs October 15th, 2006.

e) All entries must be properly typed or printed in English. They are valid only when signed by the President or Secretary General of the respective federation and bearing the official stamp of the association.

f) IMPORTANT NOTE: PLEASE  SCHEDULE YOUR ARRIVAL/DEPARTURE FLIGHTS  AT INTERNATIONAL AIRPORTS OF VENICE  or TREVISO or TRIESTE.
11. REGISTER AND FINANCIAL CONDITIONS

a. The participating teams are required to register after their Arrival:- during the  5th November 2006 whole day at the EWuF Office at the Palasport ;- The Organizing Committee will arrange the board and lodging and local transportation from  dinner of the 5th November to breakfast of the 13th November 2006.(read point 18 details for the Tourist trip). It’s possible to request a take away lunch or dinner.
On request it will be possible to obtain  special food for lunch and dinner for Muslim, vegetarian and celiac persons .

b. The board and lodging for every participating team (observers included) at designated hotels inside the Olympic Centre , will be charged at the following rate per persons per day :
a)Teams, observers, double/triple room with bath, shower, TV, phone( € 80,00 ;
b) Official delegation members and athletes: € 10,00 as EWuF entry fee; Single  room with bath and shower, TV, phone ( €130,00      
c) Included in the room-price is the entrance in all   Sport Centre facilities: swimming pool, basket ball, tennis, soccer camp, sauna, Turkish bath, weight room, ping pong.
A day Venice tourism trip(see details point.18);

d)  Every Team will pay  € 500,00 by credit transfer  until 15th September as deposit towards the total accommodation expenses . The credit transfer receipt will be sent by fax  by the Italian Organizing Committee.

e) Total payment will be done by cash at registration desk O.C. at Arrival .
d) The EWuF received a private account number but this is not possible for transfers from official national federations. Therefore I am waiting the official Fiwuk account and will publish him as soon as I get it from the Fiwuk. Otherwhise the total sum will be paid by arrival to the OC.
12. COMPETITION MANAGEMENT AND TECHNICAL OFFICIALS

a) The Organizing Committee of the 11th European Wushu Championship shall be responsible for the accommodation, lodging(breakfast, lunch and dinner),transportation  and security organization( an iron fence is around the Centre -it’s impossible to enter without special badges being checked at the check entrance gates) ;
b) The Organizing Committee of the 11th European Wushu Championship shall be responsible for the all supply management for the Championship by their Agencies and  all  that  the EWuF Secretariat  A.U. or the Technical Commissary, will request;
c) The  Administration.Unit and the judges  shall be responsible for the management of the Competition and all technical matters under the guidance of the competition director.
d) Each participating team is required to send at least 1  judge for taolu and 1 for Sanshou to attend the event. The arrival date for judges is November 3rd 2006 (judges seminar from the November 4th and November 5th). Those EWuF members who fail to send a judge (1) shall pay a fee of 500€ to the EWuF.
13. TECHNICAL MEETING

The meeting of team managers and coaches will be held on Palace Sport Meeting Room  by Technical Commissary, starting at 09.00 to 11.00  on the 6th November 2006; Each team may send representatives (one for taolu and one sanshou) to attend the meeting, at which matters concerning the competitions will be announced.
14. DRAWING-LOTS CEREMONY
The drawing lot will be held on Palace Sport Meeting Room  by the EWuF Administration Unit starting 11.00 AM  November 6th 2006.
Each team may send representatives (one for taolu and one for sanshou) to attend the drawing lot.
15. SANSHOU WEIGHTING IN.
The weighting in for sanshou competitors will be organized  at  the open meeting room of  Palasport  starting 09.00 to 11.00 the 6th November 2006.
16. OTHER MATTERS 
Doping Test should be conducted according the IOC procedure 

a. Each team shall strictly obey by the rules and regulations of the competition .

b. Those who violate the rules and regulations will be dealt with according to the regulations of the EWuF.

c. Each team is required to bring the following:

Three (3) national flags (1m􀂯2m)

The national anthem on CD.
Three (3) photos (passport size) per team member

Health Certificate and Life Insurance Certificate

17. VISA APPLICATION .
Teams requiring a VISA, will need to have an invitation by the Italian Olympic Committee. To obtain the invitation you must send the following details for each Team Members with Final Entry Form :
