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Ladies and Gentlemen,
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The enrolment at the 3nd SWISS OPEN CUP of Wushu which will take place on Saturday the 8th and on Sunday the 9th December, is open for each athlete, club, association, federation and school of martial arts. The competitions schedule includes modern Taolu external styles, modern Taolu internal styles and traditional Taolu; each competition is organized in different levels: beginner or amateur, and expert or agonist. It is expected an important involvement of national and international athletes, which will grant to everybody a great competitive experience. The whole tournament is subject to principles and rules enacted and recognized by national and international organizations.

Participation: Each group can enroll an unlimited number of participants at the 3nd SWISS OPEN CUP of Wushu, simply by filling the enrolment form in block capitals, specifying all the data required  and  sending it before October the 31th 2007 by using the fax number 0041 91 857 57 77 or by e-mail at

Enrolments at the day of the event are not allowed, the payment is carried out through bank.
ALL EXPENSES ARE CHARGED TO ORDERING.
Check-in: During the check-in the team coaches/responsibles are asked to show a copy of the enrolment forms previously sent; by this moment they will receive the tickets for the whole tournament; these are also valid as entry ticket for the evening event the Gran Gala “The Best of Wushu”.
Insurance: Every athlete has to provide by himself or by his belonging club or association for each kind of insurance (injury and/or civil liability). The team’s responsible (coach or responsible inscribed on the enrolment form) is directly the person in charge in case of lack discharge or in case of false declaration of his own participants. The organization doesn’t  grant an insurance coverage for each participant, neither before nor during the whole tournament; the society CHINA SPORT CENTER MARTIAL ARTS and his responsibles decline every kind of responsibility regarding the situation described before.
Dress code: Every athlete engaged in the category Taolu “expert or agonist” has to wear the traditional uniform in Chinese style (mandatory); for the category Taolu “beginner or amateur” it is possible to wear the belonging society dress, with the grade belt; it is not possible to wear gym suit. The athletes engaged in the Taijiquan competition have to wear the uniform in Chinese style without any belt: no other dress will be permitted. During the competition is forbidden to wear chain, rings and earrings.

Weapons: Every athlete engaged in the categories with weapons is asked to come with original Chinese weapons (rigid or flexible traditional weapons are allowed only in specific event of modern and traditional Wushu); these have to present the expected ornamentations: sword with bow, sabre with bow, launch with beard, etc...
Discipline: The coach, the responsible and the team’s members have to comply a fair behavior, by respecting the tournament rules and by avoiding a challenging attitude. In such a situation, with the goal to grant the good trend of the tournament, the organization can decide to send the involved athlete off (after an official warning). In case of recidivism, the organization can decide to send the whole involved team off, without refunding the paid fees.
Doping: It is strictly forbidden to take every kind of drug; the dubious cases will be subject to a medical check (doping) and relative costs will be directly debited to the athlete or to his coach/responsible.

Competition area: In the competition area are admitted only the athletes and their coach called for the event, the referees and the organization people; all the other people have to remain outside the competition area. The involved athletes have allways to salute the referees when they come in and out from the competition area: this kind of behavior will be taken in consideration during the final valuation, in respect of the educational martial ethic. 
The beginning of the event and the assigned competition area will be announced 15 minutes before the start time. The whole list of participants will be exposed in a noticeboard. The responsible of each team and the athlete as well has to grant that the showed data are correct. If the competition has already started no more changes are admitted. 

Overnight stay: It is possible to stay in the swiss civil defence rooms, by confirming it to the organization by fax or by e-mail specifying all the dates required and sending it before October the 31st 2007
